Hoarding... A Deadly Obsession

For most people, the term “animal
hoarding” conjures up images of an eccen-
tric “cat lady.” Despite the stereotype that
collecting animals is simply a quirky be-
havior, recent research has pointed to a di-
rect correlation between psychological
problems and the tendency to hoard.

“Hoarding is very often a symptom of a
greater mental illness, such as obsessive-
compulsive disorder. For most hoarders, it
is likely that their actions are the result of
a true pathology, even though they are still
usually able to function quite well in soci-
ety,” says Randall Lockwood, HSUS vice
president for Research and Educational
Outreach.

Because animal hoarders quite often
appear to lead normal lives, it’s important
to recognize when a person’s fixation with
animals has gotten out of control. The
HSUS defines an animal hoarder as a per-
son who has more animals than he or she
can properly care for. Another defining
characteristic is the hoarder’s denial of his
inability to care for the animals and his
failure to grasp the impact his neglect has
on the animals, the household, and the
human occupants of the dwelling.

What’s more, hoarders are usually well-
educated and possess excellent communi-
cation skills. Many hoarders have an
uncanny ability to attract sympathy for
themselves, no matter how abused their
animals may be, which is often how
hoarders manage to fool others into think-
ing the situation is under control.

“Very few hoarder cases simply involve
good intentions gone awry, despite the in-
sistence of the hoarder that he or she loves
the animals and wants to save their lives,”
says Lockwood. “It’s unbelievable how
someone who reports to love animals so
much can cause so much suffering.”

For many involved in investigating ani-
mal cruelty and neglect, hoarding cases
are among the most horrific they ever en-
counter. “The amount of suffering in a
hoarder case is more widespread and of a
longer duration than most animal cruelty
cases,” says Lockwood. “Although the
case of a dog being violently killed is
shocking, in a hoarder case the suffering
can be felt by hundreds of animals for
months and months on end.”

Indeed, hoarding can have serious
repercussions for the animals involved.
“Hoarding can often amount to physical,

medical and physiological neglect in the
extreme,” says Lockwood. The unsanitary
conditions of the dwelling and lack of vet-
erinary treatment and social interaction for
animals all add up to serious neglect. The
animals involved often endure a variety of
ailments, such as malnutrition, parasitic
infestation, infection, and disease.

According to the Hoarding of Animals
Research Consortium, many hoarder
dwellings have been condemned as unfit
for human habitation. Polluted air in some
homes is so irritating to the respiratory
tract, because of the high level of ammo-
nia present, that a visitor cannot enter
without protective breathing apparatus.

Because of the horrible suffering in-
volved, criminal animal cruelty charges
are increasingly being filed in hoarding
cases. Yet, because animal hoarding is
linked to mental illness, the most appropri-
ate resolution is still being debated. A
combination of therapy and long-term
monitoring is the often the best approach,
in part because of the high recidivism rate.
(Most hoarders revert to old behaviors un-
less they receive ongoing mental health
assistance and monitoring.)

Jail time may also be appropriate in
some hoarding cases, although, according
to Ann Chynoweth, counsel to Investiga-
tive Services for The HSUS, it’s uncom-
mon for criminal charges to be brought
against hoarders, and even more uncom-
mon that those charged receive jail time

Community members can make sure
hoarders get the help they need, while pro-
tecting animals at the same time, by noti-
fying local police and/or animal control if
they suspect someone is hoarding animals.
In addition, as a basic precaution, anyone
who is considering relinquishing an ani-
mal to a private rescue group should first
visit the premises and ask to see where the
animals are kept.

It’s vital that people work together to
stop animal hoarding. As recent studies
illustrate, good intentions aren’t always
enough. It really does seem possible to
love animals to death.

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The Role of Animal Control in Rescues

Animal Control is a department of animal rescue that is often
misunderstood. Animal Control is usually a government agency
operated by the county it resides in. Animal Control helps control
the stray dog population and communicable diseases between peo-
ple and domestic animals. A county operated animal control facil-
ity has officers that investigate neglect and abuse complaints,
enforce the dog law, record and investigate animal bites, and quar-
antine and/or send suspected rabid animals for testing.

Animal Control Officers patrol the county to capture stray dogs,
respond to complaints made in violation of the dog law and to in-
vestigate abuse and neglect complaints on animals. Animal Control
officers keep track of dangerous or suspected dangerous animals to
help protect the community. The Antrim County Animal Control
Shelter is a government facility that provides a temporary holding
shelter for lost, unwanted, stray, abused, neglected and dangerous
animals. Most of these animals are waiting for an owner to claim
them, are requiring quarantine for biting or are awaiting judgment
in a neglect trial. Unwanted animals and animals that do not get
claimed by their owners are evaluated by the animal control staff
before being placed for adoption. The primary goal of an animal
control shelter is to get the animals off the streets so that they are
not suffering from starvation, weather exposure, abuse and illness.
As long as there are open cages, animals are almost never refused.

Stray animals with collars are held for 7 business days in hopes
that their owners will come looking for them. Stray animals with-
out collars are held for 5 business days. Many times animals come
in with injuries. Animals with identification tags and/or mi-
crochips will receive medical treatment to stabilize them until their
owners can be contacted. Animals without collars or identification
are not able to get medical care and may have to be euthanized to
prevent them from suffering without care. All adoptable animals
are photographed and advertised on the internet and in the newspa-
per for adoption. Animal rescue groups are also contacted with the
hope that the animals could go with them. Animals in the shelter
have a limited time that they can stay because the shelter accepts
so many new animals everyday. If the animals are not adopted or
rescued, they are euthanized to make room for new ones.

New organizations such as WaLHFMF are springing up all
over the United States trying to educate the public about the over-
population problem. Spay and neuter programs are being created
to help stop new litters of puppies and kittens from being added to
the current overpopulation problem.

There are many different organizations in every community.
Some organizations help by fostering animals and adopting them,
others provide extensive spay and neuter programs and others start
a sanctuary to provide help for the injured, neglected, abused, and
old animals. All the different organizations are working together

towards one goal, the reduction of the pet overpopulation problem.
This is a problem that can be fixed if we all work together. Often
times, coming up with a solution to a problem is the hardest part,
and we have done that! Now we need to join together to fix the
problem.

Each group plays a crucial role in helping animals. Often ani-
mal control is the first organization to come in contact with the ani-
mals. Animal control is there to help create a balance. Animal
Control organizations are granted the ability to enforce laws that
protect animals and that protect people from problem animals.
However, without groups to help provide emergency medical care,
foster care and adoption programs, spay and neuter programs and a
sanctuary facility, Animal Control would be solving no problems.

Animal Control is a temporary holding facility that gets animals
out of bad situations. Rescue groups consisting of volunteers are
needed to take the next step and find homes for the friendly home-
less animals in their county. If we all work together to solve these
problems, the animals can look forward to a more secure future.
